Installation Of Stone Fireplace

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1. 
Section A must be laid with clear silicone or material in which the content of water is at the 

minimal.

2. 
Place a small amount of clear silicone under B&C. this will give leg movement on hearth without causing any scratches when sticking the leg to the wall. 

3. 
The outside measurement of B&C must equal the measurements of G.

4. Then using small amount of clear silicone on outer side of D&E place inside B&C leaving requiring opening size.

5. Place a small amount of clear silicone on top internal side of each leg, and then place F on top of D&C.

6. Part G then needs to be fixed into place with a small amount of clear silicone 
7. Part H then has to be placed on top of fireplace to complete the fitting of components.

8. The inside of the opening of parts E, F & D (i.e gap between the stone back plate and the wall) then needs to be packed out using either fibrelux board or rockwool (available from good builders or plumbers merchants) and  sealed with a fire resistant material containing minimal amount of water i.e.  dry wall adhesive, casting plaster etc.

Continental Stone Supplies

Please handle stone fireplace with care. All fireplaces come with pieces individually wrapped and carefully placed into a crate. We do not cover chips on edges as this is often due to mishandling. All fireplaces come with a repair kit and a bag of stone powder for filling to cover such an eventuality.
